While 
research into the impact of passive cannabis smoking is ongoing, 
an article recently published by Harvard University said..

“..there is evidence to suggest that when youth and young adults (whose brains are still developing) 
are exposed to passive-marijuana smoking, it may have permanent effects on executive function, 
memory, and even IQ”   

Therefore, it is very important that our children are kept away from ANY use of marijuana.
